You will be creating a timeline to show the important eras of Ancient History that we will study this year. 
Review:

· Before Common Era (BCE) is the time before 0 on the timeline. You count DOWN from left to right just like a number line.
· Common Era (CE) is the time after 0. You count UP from left to right just like a number line.

Directions: Follow the steps below to complete your assignment.
· Hold your paper horizontally; draw a straight line from left to right (use a meter stick).

· Using equal intervals space your lines on the timeline.

· Every 2 inches = 1,000 Years
· Far date on left = 10,000 BCE
· Far date on right = 1,000 CE
· Create a timeline starting with the year 10,000 B.C.E and ending with 1000 C.E. Make sure to use the same interval to space your dates.

· Create different color time bars to represent the time period that each of the following existed (some bars may overlap).      

· For each of the 10 eras on your timeline, you will have a color coded box. 

· Each box must have 1 fact about that era, and 1 illustration representing that era.
