Declaration of Independence

The Declaration of Independence has 4 major sections:

1)  Preamble  -  
This is the introduction or statement of purpose.





In the Preamble, the colonists explain to the world 

their reasons for separating from Britain.

2) Declaration of Natural Rights  -

This is the section in which colonists list the rights of man or the rights they believed they should have.  They also explain the role/duties of government within these rights.

3) List of Grievances  -

This is the section in which colonists list their grievances or the wrongs committed by King George III.
4) Conclusion  -
This is the section in which colonists proclaim the 

existence of a new nation.
