How a Bill Becomes Law
We will follow this with a mock system of how a bill becomes a law.

Discuss these Questions:

· What are the powers of the President (Executive Branch)? 
· What are the powers of Congress (Legislative Branch)? 
· What are the powers of the Supreme Court (Judicial Branch)? 

Student Roles:

· 1 President and his Cabinet (2 cabinet members as advisors)

· Senate (Approximately ¼ of class)

· House of Representatives (Approximately ¾ of class)
· Supreme Court Justice (Teacher)

Process:

· Each house of Congress will vote on each of the proposed bills below. If Congress decides to approve the bill, it will be sent to the President. The President will then sign the bill into law or veto it. Allow for debate, pros and cons for each issue.
1. The House of Representatives votes first.
2. Senate votes if it is approved by the House.
3. If he Bill passes the Senate, it goes to the President to be signed into law.
4. If the bill is vetoed, it then goes back to Congress where a 2/3 vote can override the President’s veto.
5. If the bill is passed into law, we move to the next issue.
